Due to its recent growth
spurt and the

international interest
developing in Auckland as

a tourist destination,

traffic has gotten more
congested than it was 5 years ago. Given this,
Auckland is still a relatively small city and the
traffic is still manageable compared to other
large cities.
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The easiest way to get around Auckland is with
Link bus services. Just look for the red, green or
yellow buses. The buses run on such a frequent
basis so no need to look at the timetable. You
only need to head to the appropriate bus stop
and wait for your bus. Take the red bus (The
CityLink) when travelling within the city centre,
the green bus (The InnerLink) to get around
Auckland's inner city and the amber bus
(OuterLink) when travelling around the inner
suburbs of Auckland.
