Housing the city's 

government as well as 3D town models which

can be visited in the opulent main hall, the

unique curving lift to the town hall's dome is the

main attraction here: at a 17-degree angle, it

covers the 43 metres up to the gallery at the top

of the dome which oers a marvellous view of

the whole city.
